A few highlights from this fortnight:

INSPIRING PERSON-Steve Irwin-children have been asked to bring photos/pictures of animals and any info on Steve’s inspiring life. This will be made into a book or collage.

BRAIN STIMULATION

As you can see from the homework page-we are concentrating on MARCHING skills and 2 WAY HEAD HOLDING (for unstressed leaning)

We believe these exercises are extremely important to maximise learning. (They are also good for us!)

Many of the children will be working to improve understanding of alphabetical order, long and short vowels and the ay/ai/a-e word families.

We have been concentrating on RECOUNTS in writing. The children have been asked to recount simple experiences using appropriate time-order language. Many of the children are using MIND-MAPS to plan their writing.

Consonant blends are being revised e.g. Cr, str, pl etc

As you know- our core programs are JOLLY PHONICS/JOLLY GRAMMAR 1 and JOLLY GRAMMAR 2. Most children from k-year 5 are engaged in some parts of these programs.

As we approach Spring we will be asking the children to identify signs of Spring, bring pictures of anew-life (e.g. their baby photos!)

PUNCTUALITY

Please try to pick your child up on time as the children become distressed if you are more than a few minutes late.

If you are punctual we also get time to chat to you about any concerns etc.

We will ALWAYS wait with a late child so if you are unavoidably detained you know we will stay with them!

Children who arrive a few minutes early, or are a few minutes late, are encouraged to read or play with educational games.
