NAPLAN
We are still concentrating on the basic skills needed for NAPLAN and all test taking. We are especially concentrating on reading and comprehending instructions as so many of our students have a “global learning style” and do not do well with instructions unless they receive specific instructions.
TIME
We discovered last week that many of our students (including yr 5-7) did not know which months correlated to various seasons and have very scant knowledge of time concepts such as days in various months, hours in days etc. We will be concentrating on TIME concepts with children all this week.

AUDITORY PROCESSING 
We now have our own AUDITORY PROCESSING program: Auditory Adventures. Children with difficulties in auditory memory and auditory processing can be given specific assistance in this area.

They will probably need to be booked in for an extra session for 10 weeks. Sat am 11:30-1 is an excellent time for this extra session, as is Mon or Wed from 3:30-5.

DYSLEXIA TESTING
We have two of the best testing instruments to identify dyslexia in children. When needed we can offer these services to your child. There is a charge for the screening but this can be paid in instalments and needs to be booked individually with me.
We also offer MULTIPLE INTELLIGENCES PROFILING for children so that you can see which intelligences are strong and which ones need to be strengthened.

NATURALIST INTELLIGENCE

Children have been interpreting pictures from the Iceland volcano and writing coherent sentences about this. We have studied verbs that describe various phenomena in nature e.g. Ways animals move and we are also working on simple animal reports this week.

SPELLING
Your children should all have their AUTUMN words to learn for our SPELLING BEE. (In 2 weeks) All the children who try their hardest will receive a certificate and winners will be awarded a small prize.

PHONICS

We are revising 4/5 letter blends in words this week as well as long vowels and young children have commenced on the WORD MAT program –this successfully backs up our JOLLY PHONICS program.

Thank you to all those people waiting for reports- as they were hand-written it was more difficult to email them and as I have been teaching every day I have not even had time to locate the file. They are all found now and this will be sorted this week!
