Dear Parents,

We are coming to the end of TERM 1 and we are thrilled with progress levels.

HOLIDAY PROGRAMS

We are closing during the first week of the holidays. I will be giving workshops in Singapore and the other teachers all need a well-earned rest!

During the second week we are open for individual consultations, assessments and a fantastic ART workshop (details available soon).

We recommence tuition as normal on the first Monday of second term. This Monday is sometimes a pupil free day for schools but our classes will be held that day. 
We are taking enrolments for the next EQ4KIDZ program now. If you feel your child could benefit from this 7 week self-esteem enhancing program-please let us know. The course runs consecutively for 7 weeks on Saturday afternoons and commences on Saturday 10th May.

Shannon will be leaving for a few months to have her second child and we send her our love and best wishes at this special time. The Saturday children have greatly benefited from Shannon’s creativity and gentle approach and we have noted great progress! I will be teaching on Saturdays until Shannon returns- ably assisted by Jessica and Grace!

Most of you have met Carly who has recently joined us. Carly teaches Monday, Tuesday and Wednesdays. As well as being a fully trained and experiences primary teacher, Carly has a special interest in Occupational Therapy and is studying to also become a fully qualified Occupational Therapist. This is wonderful as we are able to offer more specialised assistance to children with movement difficulties, laterality confusion and pencil hold problems.

We always do BRAIN-GYM, TAI CHI or YOGA at the beginning of group lessons to ensure we have full concentration and focus. If you are interested in getting copies of these exercise and learning the exercises please register for our next BRAIN STIMULATION WORKSHOP on 28th May.
All children will receive reports and recommendations next week. 

Please remember you ARE charged for all weeks-whether or not you attend. We provide your teachers, programs and get individualised work ready. We allow you to book a free make-up session but we cannot cope with “hit and miss” attendances. We are on “waiting list only” for some sessions as we are very strict with numbers in order to maximise teacher/child contact.
GROUP TUITION
We honestly feel that group tuition works better than individual although I DO understand this does not seem logical. However, our research indicates that the academic results are higher for children who attend group sessions.

We believe this is due to-

· Enjoyment-ALWAYS increased when in a small group. 
· Both language and maths are far more effectively taught in small groups as children feel less under the “spotlight” and more relaxed. Learning potential is always maximised when children are relaxed!
· Results from small groups are more likely to transfer to the classroom. We often find children on individual programs take longer to apply concepts and improved levels and observations from their classroom teachers tend to back this up.

We strongly advise you all to consider group work from now on. Of course some individual tuition is available but generally speaking, primary children are definitely better off with small group.
