READING
Please make sure your child reads their A-Z reading book and completes any homework associated with the book. If you feel the level of the book is too easy or too hard, please see me. We try to make sure children read widely at each stage before moving to the next stage.

Please ensure you return the books each week!

HOMEWORK
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This week all children have their A-Z books, comprehension and also a “Star writing” card. Please ask them to complete their work and return their Star Writing card so other children can use it! (These are hanging up on our LEARNING TREE)

Some children have more homework than this-please check to see what they bring out. It is difficult for us to establish a “one size fits all” policy to homework. Many schools set a great deal of homework and some set hardly any. We would like all our children to-

Read each night

Complete set comprehension

Learn multiplication tables

Complete a writing task
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If you would like more-please tell us!

We believe that homework that exceeds 1 hour in Primary School is inappropriate and we feel 30 minutes should nearly always be sufficient-5x per week.

MULTIPLICATION TABLES

We believe all children should be able to recite their tables and the learning should begin in Grade 2.

Here is our guide:

GRADE 2: 2x
GRADE 3: 3x 4x 5x
GRADE 4: Know all tables up to and including 9x
GRADE  5: 10x  11x  12x and revise all
GRADE 6: Revise all

GRADE 7: Revise all
