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Dear Parents,
Thank you for enrolling your child in our holiday programs. We really appreciate your trust in us and we in turn promise to always give of our best to your child!

It has been a wonderful holiday program and all groups have worked very hard. We are aware of the sacrifice your children make to attend our classes and we are honoured by their presence.

The long holiday is unfortunately a little too long. Research has indicated that children’s IQ scores fall slightly during these long breaks, not to mention the appreciable fall in skill levels. This means the class teacher has to spend a great deal of the term revising and helping children get ready for the current year. The work your children have put in will stand them in good stead for the year!

Some of your children are already booked into our term programs and some will book in this week. Many children who joined us in January were carrying long held difficulties with their learning. It is not possible to completely eradicate learning difficulties within 4 weeks and we strongly advise continued attendance for these children.

If possible we prefer children to attend twice a week however, we understand that this is not always possible.

We are open every day from 3:30-6pm for small group tuition. 

We have 3 learning cycles-

3:30-5 pm

4-5:30 pm

4:30-6 pm

Individual tuition sessions are available in the mornings and afternoons- generally before group tuition although at this stage we DO have a limited number of individual times available between 3:30 and 6pm.

Our times fill very quickly and we prefer to give priority bookings to loyal clients so PLEASE make your bookings this week!

All children will be receiving certificates of attendance-please congratulate them for their efforts!

Many of our children are feeling tension as they approach the new school year. Some of them are deeply worried about such issues as new grades, changing schools and new teachers. We often forget the high levels of tension children have about these matters-especially children with a history of academic difficulties.

Try to remain very calm and keep routines steady with plenty of time for sleep, stories and family time especially for family meal times!
Help children to get all their tools and bags ready and perhaps discuss lunches, homework areas and make family timetables for the term.

Ensure your children eat a healthy breakfast before school-even the fussiest of eaters will usually accept a fruit smoothie or a favourite sandwich to eat on the way to school if not hungry when they first awake!

This is not a good time for lots of outings and excitement. Reassure them you will help them with all their concerns and please be assured we are here to help as well!

We are also accepting bookings for EQ4KIDZ for term 1. If you would like to help your children with motivation, goal-setting or self esteem-this is the perfect term to do the course. All previous participants are welcome back and our next EQ4FAMILIES  will be held 5/12 March (7-9pm)
