They also work well on parents in terms of promoting optimistic outlooks and assisting positive attitudes to develop. 
We also have a limited number of LAZY EIGHT marble track concentration boards available at $35. The children LOVE using these boards and they definitely facilitate smooth processing between left and right hemispheres and improve concentration skills. They have been developed by a local kinesiologist and are definitely a fantastic aid to thinking and concentration. We have also had reports from students and parents about lower stress levels noticed after a few minutes use of the boards. 

We wish Shannon a joyous and safe delivery of her second child. (Due any day!) Shannon has been working shoulder to shoulder with me on a very large writing project for teachers in Singapore and has also been continuing to teach at ICE. She is now taking some time off to enjoy this very special time! Thankyou for all your hard work and dedication Shannon!
