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TEACHERS ARE ON OVERLOAD! 
Prominent educator, Victoria Carlton, today stated that teachers are highly stressed and that it is high time the Government and the community stopped making them the scapegoat for declining literacy and numeracy standards! Ms Carlton feels that schools are under enormous pressure to push many non-essential subjects into the school day and that unless teachers have sufficient "hands on" with their classes, standards will NEVER RISE! 
"Many children never encounter a book in their home and spend every night eating dinner in front of the TV, and not even talking with their families. Oral language is the key to literacy", she stated. "Unless we can get parents to find time to talk to children and read to and with them, we will witness a huge decline in literacy standards over the next 5 years." 
At her clinic centres, Ms Carlton insists that parents follow-up all teaching sessions by spending time talking and reading with their children. The slogan of the Centres is PARENTS AND TEACHERS IN PARTNERSHIP and Ms Carlton firmly believes this is the key to improving educational outcomes. The Centres cater for children with learning difficulties, talented and gifted children who need extension and children who have attentional disorders. Many sensory strategies are used and because a Multiple Intelligences approach is used, a great deal of music, art and movement is used to teach basic skills. 
Ms Carlton also holds workshops to teach parents how to improve concentration, literacy and numeracy skills within the home environment. 
The Centres also provide tuition for High School students and offer a very effective STUDY SKILLS programme that is based on the latest research into brain compatible learning. 
Ms Carlton believes that tuition centres such as ICE should work WITH the school rather than against so that a united approach is made to the child's problems. "This is the only way we can really help children overcome their learning difficulties All the stake holders must be united in their approach. " 
To enable this to happen her tutors and teachers regularly contact and visit teachers to discuss progress and share strategies. ICE also provides PRACTICAL professional development for teachers seeking to improve the literacy and numeracy outcomes in their classrooms.
